The city of Pécs places great em-
phasis on the notion that the year
2010 is not the ultimate goal in the
history of the town, but rather a tool
to launch and reinforce long-term
processes. The idea of the so-called
preparatory years was also born in
this spirit. The role of the four “test
years” preceding the 2010 ECoC sea-
son is to introduce and re-in-
troduce the audience to the cultural
institutions, event venues of the city,
and to enhance and stimulate the
need for cultural consumption with
their colourful programme selection,

In 2006 Pécs took stock of its he-
ritage, in 2007 we thought it over
how such heritage can be used for the
benefit of the entire region, and in
2008 Pécs started to utilise its expe-
rience and warned the people that
our health and environment are vul-
nerable, The last year of preparation,
2009, focuses on affairs of the soul:
faith and belief, historical experi-
ence, learning and living our heri-
tage, as this year the city commemo-
rates the 1,000th anniversary of the
Bishopric of Pécs. Naturally, howe-
ver, the cultural programmes the city
has to offer in 2009 are abundant in
numerous other topics as well.
